Step 4: LANDFILLING or INCINERATION
WHY: When waste materials are not  reduced, reused, or
recycled, they must  be disposed of  at  a cert i� ed land� ll 
or incinerator. The goal of  the waste hierarchy is to throw 
away as lit t le as possible.

While Marin consistent ly recycles over 70%
of  its waste and has the highest  countywide
recycling rate in California, residents and
businesses generate an average of
220,000 tons of  garbage annually.

Complaints and Compliance!  Keeping Marin Clean & Green
Ever see cement  running down the st reet  into a storm drain?  What  about  
paint  brushes and other equipment  being washed at  the curb? How about  
water f rom swimming pools and spas being drained to the st reets? Sewer lines 
broken with sewage running into the creek? How about  oil being dumped into 
storm drains?  Yard waste being dumped in the creek? All these act ivit ies, and 
others like them, violate Marin ordinances.
